Terms Of Service


Florida DOH Emergency Notification System, ("FDENS") is an information system which supports 24/7/365 notification and alerting within the public health emergency response system to assure that knowledgeable public health professionals and key response partners have relevant and timely access to information necessary to respond to events that may be of urgent public health consequence

Users agree to use the FDENS notification system for the intended purposes only.  Identity and contact information contained in FDENS databases and system are Section 119.071(3)(a), F.S. security sensitive information, exempt from public record requests.
The FDENS notification system shall not be used to communicate confidential health information.  The user agrees to transmit only public information.  Any transmission of confidential information could be in violation of state and federal laws, including but not limited to, sections 381.0031, 381.004, 384.29, 392.65, and 456.057, Florida Statutes and Public Law 104-191 (HIPAA) .  FDENS users are personally responsible for ensuring that any information the user places on the system is not confidential and protected information.  The Department of Health is not responsible for transmissions created by persons not employed by the Department.  

The use of any DOH computer may be monitored at any time to assure compliance with DOH personnel and security policies.  The use of a DOH computer indicates the user’s consent to such restrictions and monitoring with or without prior notice to the user.

FDENS has the right to suspend or terminate your account and refuse any and all current or future use of the system.  Failure to comply with these terms will result in termination.
